The calculation of the coverage were based on the total Bahraini and Non-Bahraini population of
the targeted age for each vaccine according to the immunization schedule recommended by the
Ministry of Health in the Kingdom of Bahrain.

Target group for vaccination includes Registered Live Births in the Birth and Death Registration
System database.

Factors affecting the percentage of vaccine coverage include:

1. The use of preliminary population data

2. The demographic data used for the denominator include Bahraini and non-Bahraini population,
and the arrival and departure of the Non- Bahraini population have direct impact on the
percentage of coverage

3. Some Bahraini population was born abroad and not using the services provided in the
Kingdom.

Percentage Coverage of first dose of Hepatitis A (HepAl): The age of the first dose of Hepatitis A
vaccine changed in the routine childhood vaccination schedule from one year to 15 months on May 2015.
The coverage based on target cohort is about 100% considering the routine childhood vaccination;
however, (3311 doses) given to other children outside the birth cohort estimated initially.

Percentage Coverage second dose of Hepatitis A (HepA2): The estimated coverage for second dose of
hepatitis A vaccine is about 100%. Additional ( 2119 doses) of Hepatitis A vaccine were given for
children outside the estimated targeted cohort.

Percentage Coverage of meningococcal: The estimated coverage for meningococcal vaccine is about
100%. Additional ( 2364 doses) of meningococcal vaccine were given for children outside the estimated
targeted cohort.

Percentage Coverage of MMRI1: Vaccination coverage of MMR1 were about 100% based on estimated
target. Additional doses (597 doses) given as MMRI1 for infants outside the birth cohort.

Percentage Coverage MMR2: Vaccination coverage of MMR 2 were about 100% based on estimated
target. Additional ( 14152 doses) were given at governmental & private health facilities as a catch up
dose for second MMR vaccine considering the shift of second dose timing from 4-5 years of age to the
age of 18 months since May 2015.

Percentage Coverage of Tetanus vaccine: expected be decreased by time as most of the pregnant
women were immuned at childhood and during school vaccination program.

Percentage of child protection at birth against Tetanus Neonatorum: reflecting the number of
newborns protected at birth against Tetanus from their mothers who received 2 doses or more of Tetanus
in the last pregnancy or 3 doses in previous years.
